The effort is cooted by the
National Association of State Directors of Developmental Disabilities Services (NASDDDS) and the Human Services Researtiténst
(HSRI).

with a developmental disability living at hane and receiving at least one direct service or support other than service coordination.

All states mailed out a paper survey to families selected in their sample. A sampleestd 1200 was recommendedwith the expectation

of a40% return rate or greater (yielding 400 or more usable responses per staje However, most states decided to sample more than

1,200 families, expecting a lower response rate than 40%. A final sample sinf 400 would guarantee a +/5% margin of error and a

95% confidence level when interpreting the resultsBoth the confidence interval and margin of error used are widely acceptable
