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What is NCI?

The National Core Indicator® (NCI) program is a voluntary effort by state developmental disability agencies to gauge their own

performance using a common and nationally validated set of measures. The effort@rdinated by the National Association of State

Directors of Developmental Disabilities Services (NASDDDS) in collaboration with the Human Services Research Institute (H3&I) has
AAOGAT T BAA A OAO T &£ i1 OA OEAT pnnEARAT AADE OBRALEI OOADAA OAAOOIDARO
provided to individuals and their families.

What is the NCI Adult Consumer Survey?

The NCI Adult Consumer Survey is an interview conducted with a person who is receiving services from the state; uisisd to gather data on
approximately 60 consumer outcomes, and it is regularly refined and tested to ensure that it is valid and reliable. Interviess meet with
individuals to ask questions about where they live and work, the kinds of choices they malkiee activities they participate in within their

communities, their relationships with friends and family, and their health and wetbeing.

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How were people selected to participate?

Each state is instructed tattempt to completea minimum of 400 surveys with a random sample of individualage18 or older who are
receiving at least one publicly funded service besides case management. A sample size of 400 allows valid comparisons t@a8e atross
states with a 95% confidence levehnd a +/- 5% margin of error. Both the confidencelevel and margin of error used are widely acced for
reviewing results, regardless of population sizeMost states drawa sample greater than 400 to account for refusals andaccurate contact

information .

Proxy Respondents

Proxy responses are allowed only for the background information section of the survey (e.g., demographics) and for Sectig@dmmunity
Inclusion, Choices, Respect/Rights, and Access to Needed Services), which is based on objectiveunesa Proxy respondents are used only
when the individual cannot complete the survey or chooses to have a proxy respondent. Only pkeowho know the individual well Z such as
family, friends, or staffz are acceptable respondentsTo avoid conflict of interest, service coordinators are not allowed to respond for

individuals on their caseloads.

Limitations of Data

The NCI Adult Consumer Survey tool is not intended to be used for monitoring individuals or providers; instead, it assessestesn-wide
performance.
